· A Traditional Tented Mobile Camp, made available on a shared-use basis, that moves location within the Serengeti according to game movements and weather conditions. This greatly increases the chances of being within reach of the wildebeest migration, which is one of the principle goals of any visit to this area. 

· On safari all client parties (regardless of size) have their own private car & guide throughout.  Guests personal interests dictate the pace of their day to day activities without the need to make compromises for other members of a group.

· In camp guests can benefit from the company of like-minded souls in the evening, with whom to share experiences around the campfire and over dinner. The level of service and cuisine is as good as you will find anywhere in Tanzania. A strict maximum of only 8 people in camp at any one time makes for a relaxed and exclusive atmosphere.

· In normal conditions The Serengeti Safari Camp would be sited: between December and March in the Southern Serengeti (within easy reach of the vast Plains); between May and early July in the Western Serengeti (with access to either Moru Kopjes or the Grumeti River) and between mid July and November in the North Eastern Serengeti (within reach of the Mara River).
